Dear Parent/Guardian, 

 

Yr 12 + 13 Examinations, January 2010 

 

I am writing to inform you of the arrangements for Year 12 and Year 13 during the January 

external examination period.  Teachers will not be used to invigilate examinations and will 

therefore be available to teach/advise/tutor according to the normal year 12/13 timetable.  This 

step has been taken in order to provide continuity of teacher contact time for students outside 

actual examination commitments.  If we do not do this, students could miss lessons for a three-

week period, which is far too long at this stage in the course. 

 

Study leave will therefore be available only for the session immediately before an examination i.e. 

the morning before an afternoon examination, or the afternoon before a morning examination.  

We consider that this is the best way of providing support for the students during this extended 

period and they will be expected to attend school at all other times.  The only exception for Year 

13 is on 28 January 2010, when, because of the Gorwelion, Year 13 students will be allowed 

study leave for the whole of that day.  Year 12 students are however expected to be in school on 

that day.   

 

It is important that students are able to balance continued learning and examination commitment.  

We are anxious to help them to maintain that balance and consider that this approach is the best 

way to do so.
